Here is a basic list of things that you should try to pack on your first trip over.  I know that we did on our SECOND trip - lol

1.  Stick Deodorant.
2.  Over the counter bulk medications like: Aspirin, Tylenol, Sudafed for Allergies, Benadryl, Nyquil and DayQuil LiquiCaps, Mydol (for the lady), Pepto-Bismol Tablets, Excedrin.
3.  Powdered Spices for cooking like: Taco Seasoning, Chili Seasoning Etc.
4.  Some personal things like pictures and/or CD's for the apartment.  DVD's are cheap don't bring them with you.
5.  Power converters for the 200V-110V are pretty cheap here in Dalian if you know where to get them.  But I would purchase one in the states to have when you get here until you learn where to buy stuff.

As a bonus my wife bought me an English to Chinese  Speaking Translator (it actually translates 12 different languages) that I don't go anywhere without.  It is a Franklin and can be viewed at WWW.Franklin.com  It is a little pricey at $220-$250 USD, but it is worth WAY more than that, as it has helped me to learn some Chinese and to be able to bargain with any goods that I was purchasing.

I couldn't live here for almost 4 years without fearing of funkin up the country if it were so difficult.  You may find excellent deodorant in Walmart, Watsons, Mykal, Carrefour, and any small street shop selling Avon products.  If in a pinch, get the Avon, sometimes the fragrances are for women but it disappears in a few minutes and saves you a day's worth of funk.  If you want to kick in some serious dough for a serious deodorant, Carrefour, Walmart, and Watsons all carry Addidas sport deodorant but the price is high in my opinion, 45RMB per small bottle of rollon.  Watson has some other decent brands at decent prices and many places carry FA brand, a Chinese brand I believe, and I find for about 20RMB it doesn't irritate the skin and does its best even in the sweatiest workouts in the summer time.
