Oops, it seems I've discovered this message only now.
The article is politically incorrect, the author is probably citing the biased source:
The Oregonian's international writer, reports from Dalian, a city built by Japanese and Russian occupiers.

this guy, Rich Read, shows total ignorance of history and should read more before trying to make a report. 
Although the city has been built in 1898 (the same year as Harbin, also by Russians) by the order of Russian tzar (before that there was a small settlement Qing Niwakou), there were some conflicts in 1900-1904, but it is incorrect to speak of "Russian occupation" , because: 

1. If not for "occupiers", there would be no Dalian (the name itself is Russian in origin, slightly changed after transliteration, meaning "the remote " - Dalniy). By the word "city" I mean the big city, not a settlement, but a city, designed and built according to the plans of Russian architects, involving some French ideas.

2. As for the settlement of Qing Niwakou, it was occupied not by Russians but by British (what a disappointment) in 1858, returned to the Chinese in the 1880s, and then occupied by Japan (true) in 1895 during the first Sino-Japanese War. In 1898 Lianing peninsula was rented by Russian Empire, and the city of Dalniy has been built. In 1905 Russian Empire ceded the city to Japan after loosing the battle in Port-Artur (now known as Lvshun).

3. Later, in 1945, Dalian was leased by Soviet Union, after the Red Army swept out Japanese occupiers (or maybe investors? ;)) from the land of former Manchzhou-Go. Soviet Union never occupied Chinese land, but contributed great amounts of financial and institutional resources to secure Chinese independence, growth and development, without creating obligatory investment ties, but rather subsidizing Chinese industry. In 1950, the city has been presented to China without compensation, as a gesture of friendship, and the lease agreement has been terminated.
In late 1960s and early 1970s (during Sino-American ping-pong diplomacy), all the monuments devoted to fallen Soviet soldiers have been removed and piled at the territory of Soviet cemetery located in Lvshun (Port-Artur), Stalin square has been renamed into Renmin (People's) square, and only the Gorky Street (sometimes ignorantly referred to as GaoErji lu - without proper translation) retains its original name.

All sources emphasizing only the "occupation" role of Russia in Dalian, ignoring all the positive role of my country and ignoring the British occupation (due to the politics of "opening to the west - forgetting the north" ) should be regarded as biased.

Some fascinating facts: the country that supplied Jiang Jie Shi (Chiang Kai-shek) and his forces with weapons and money during the Chinese People's Liberation War, before and after they have been defeated by the People's Liberation Army, and continues to supply Taiwan with weapons, is USA.

The country that supplies China with more or less advanced weapons, such as S-300 complex (one of such complexes is located in Dalian, protecting it from missiles) and fighter aircrafts (including production technologies), is Russia. I don't know about trolleys, but it was a common mean of transport in central Russian cities and in Vladivostok by that time, and considering the amount of money spent on the city construction, I guess there could be trolleys, but I did not find the information yet.

The city was planned and built as consisting of 3 districts (cities):
Administrative city, European city and Chinese city.
Chinese city was especially interesting, because there the Russian architects from St. Petersburg applied synthesis of Chinese traditional roofs with bent lines and the basic European ideas of house planning and sanitary engineering. 
The design of the city was considered as the second most beautiful in Russia after St.Petersburg, including broad pavements and roads, many park areas, etc. (source)
The diversified railroad was important because the city of Dalniy was located at the end of Siberian railroad (the Chinese part of the road was called the Eastern Qing Railroad" in Chinese, and "Chinese Eastern Railroad" in Russian. The road itself, being Russian-Soviet property, has been handed to Chinese Communist government in 1950, Port-Artur remained Soviet military base until 1955).

The advanced city infrastructure allowed Dalniy to quickly occupy (in 1905) the second place in Manchuria by the number of population (after Mukden - "Shenyang" ). The seaport of Dalniy occupied the second place (after Shanghai) in turnover of goods on the whole continental shore from the Sea of Okhotsk to the South Chinese Sea.

After 1950, Soviet forces continued to provide help to Communist Chinese government, sending its  air fighters (Mig 15) and anti-aircraft equipment  in order to protect Chinese cities against Taiwanese-American bombings (shooting down such models of aircrafts as Mustang-11, Thunderbolt-48 ,B-24, Ð’-25, Mosquito). 
The total amount of Soviet help to China, and the brief analysis of Stalin-Guomindang (Chiang Kai-shek) and Stalin-Mao realations is given here:

The situation  has escalated in late June 1950, with the beginning of war in Korea, where Soviet forces secured the safety of North Korean independence and together with Chinese  forces contributed to logical defeat of American troops and their speedy retreat to the South.
