I was surprised when I moved here last year and found that there was nothing at all... I mean nearly every major city in the world has salsa dancing nowadays. But I've met some other people who are interested and we're working on building something. You've come at the right time. We're planning to get it going in just a few weeks. We're bringing in an excellent teacher from Shanghai, and there are bars in Dalian and KaiFaQu that are willing to host Latin dance nights. Plus, I'm thinking that once people try it out and see how fun it is it will probably grow quickly. Especially when the weather gets warmer and people are in the mood to go out.
