If this is a fulltime job with, say 20-25 classes a week, this us not a good deal and even they provide you accomodations, unless its new with nice furnature, internet, cable tv with tv from the new millenium, western toilet, clean kitchen, and no mold on any walls, you are getting the shaft and with the shortage of foreigners in China due to Olympics, you could go elsewhere for better or bargain for higher pay, non taxable.  Most companies that claim to pay taxes are greasing their own boss's pockets and maybe handing out red pockets.  Future School pays 6200 minus 205 for taxes and middle schools usually start at 6000.  English First starts with at least 5500 and offer much overtime for over 8000 a month.  I knew a guy who made 8000 at Talenty as well. If they are only paying a one time 1200, then I'd say its not so great.  20 hours per week maximum?  Hard to say.  If you could do that over 4 days and have a day or two for some part time work, this is decent.  If they ask you to come in for 3 hours 1 day, 2 another, 5 another, you see where I am goin with this, maybe not so good.
